The invitation is given to all the people of God, ntavdraw near unto God as joyful worshipdis:‘draw near” is an
act of the heart or mind, whereby the soul, under the influence of the Spirit, returns to God in all the exercises of
ship and service.

This drawing near requires . . .

A. A CORRECTHEART—"with a true heart.” God requires “truth in the inward parts” (Ps. 51:6) of the worshipers.

B. A CONFIDENTFAITH—"in full assurance of faith.The actual exercise of faith is required in all approaches unto
