Change must come. Nothing is
wrong with having central heat and air
in the church. Nothing is wrong with
having padded pews, carpeted floors,
stained glass windows, and brick walls.
Likewise, nothing is wrong with having
old-fashioned, clapboard, wooden build-
ings. There is nothing wrong with hav-
ing instruments that aid and make good
music in the song service. Yet, there is
nothing wrong with singing without the
instruments. | have heard some wonder-
ful a cappellasinging (without instru-
ments). | have also heard criticism if
a tuningfork was used to get the pitch
right when they started!



You can be extreme or ridiculous
about anything. Actually, it does not take
a whole lot of effort to become an ex-
tremist like the legalists who develop
a creedike the Pharisees did. We have
modernPharisees who develop a creed
based upon Scripture taken out of con
text, andtheir creed becomes their
religion. They are so legalistic that any
violation of their creed is considered
a compromiser a slap in God'’s face.

The church will continue to be
on the cutting edge We will continue
to use methods that do not contradict
Scripture. God help us. My conviction is
that a church should use whatever meth-
ods and whatever opportunities it has to
get out the Gospel. Sometimes, we go
out and knock on doors. Absolutely, we
should do that. Sometimes we just send
mail to those doors with the same mes-
sage. We should do that also. You can-
not change the message, but methods
do change.

Some of the fellows who scream
against changing methods are using
a differentmethod than their forefathers
did. Like | said, it does not take a lot of
effort to be ridiculous!

Just be a Baptist. You can do it.
